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The hotel is located in the new business area of Lisbon, between downtown and the airport (15’-20’ by bus or car).

It is very close to the Campo Pequeno bullfight arena and within 5’ walking distance from a commercial area.

All means of public transport connect the hotel with the city centre and other main attractions of Lisbon. 
There are several bus stops at 5’ on foot and just within 100m there is a subway stop (Campo Pequeno - yellow line). Taxi and tram stops are also available nearby.
HOTEL ACCOMMODATION
The venue of the seminar will be the hotel where most of the participants will stay.

Internet access is available in all rooms. There is an outdoor swimming pool as well as a restaurant and a self-service coffee shop amongst other services.
There are other hotels in the surroundings of the meeting venue and of course you can make your choice from many other hotels in the centre of the city.

TRANSPORT
BY PLANE

Lisbon International Airport (Aeroporto de Lisboa) has daily flights to and from the major cities in Europe.
The Portuguese main airlines are TAP (Air Portugal) and Portugália Airlines. However there are numerous low-cost companies flying to and from Lisbon. From the airport to downtown Lisbon
The airport is located at 7 km from the city centre of Lisbon (20’ by car or bus). There are different options to get to downtown: the regular buses, the Aerobus service and the taxi. There is no subway line serving the Lisbon airport.

Although Lisbon and the surrounding areas have very good public transport coverage, the most recommendable way to travel at night would be the taxi because the other means are less frequent.

Regular buses: Listed below are several routes linking the airport with different parts of the city. The airport stop is usually at mid-journey of the whole bus route.  The names of each route correspond to the beginning and the end of the route.

Nº 22: Portela / Aeroporto / Marquês de Pombal
Nº 44: Moscavide / Aeroporto / Cais do Sodré

Nº 45: Prior Velho / Aeroporto / Cais do Sodré

Nº 83: Portela / Aeroporto / Amoreiras

Single Ticket: 1,30.-€ purchasable from the driver.

Aerobus service: this is the specific line that links the airport with downtown Lisbon. The service runs from 7:45 h. until 20:12 h. and it passes every 20 minutes.

Single Ticket: 3,10.-€ purchasable from the driver.

Carris is the main bus company that runs the regular urban routes and also the Aerobus. You can find more detailed information at: http://www.carris.pt/
Taxi: There are taxi stops right outside the arrival and departure halls of the airport. The average cost of the trip from the airport to the city centre should be around 12.-€. However there is a surcharge for the luggage. There is a 20% increase of the price for services during weekends and at night time (from 21:00h until 6:00h).
There is a Taxi Voucher Service. You can obtain more information at the Tourism Information Counter located at the arrivals hall of the airport.
From the airport to the Hotel Vip Executive Zurique 
You can take either the Aerobus or the regular bus nº44. Note that the regular bus makes a longer route and it can take up to 30’ while the Aerobus route makes just a few stops and usually takes around 15’-20’.

For both you need to get off at the stop called Campo Pequeno/Avenida da República. The hotel is within 5’ walking distance (see location map above).
SEMINAR MEALS
The lunches on Thursday, Friday and Saturday are included in the registration fee. A buffet lunch will be served at the same hotel where the seminar will take place. You need to register for each lunch separately via the registration form. 

On Friday the 11th at 20:00h a seminar dinner is organised. It will take place in Restaurant Uai! where you will be able to enjoy a nice atmosphere with a view on the Tagus river and the genuine gastronomy of the Brazilian region Minas Gerais. CURRENCY

The currency in Portugal is the Euro.
LANGUAGE

Although the official language is Portuguese, most people can communicate in foreign languages, mainly Spanish and English. Other Latin languages can be easily understood too.
LOCAL TIME

The time in Portugal corresponds currently to WET (Western European Time). However note that on the 25th of March, the Daylight Saving Time (Western European Summer Time) will go in. Therefore, in May, the time will be one hour ahead.  
WEATHER 
The beginning of May is considered spring in Lisbon and it tends to be sunny although there might be sporadic rains. The average temperature is around 13-21ºC.

OTHER INFORMATION
PUBLIC TRANSPORT IN LISBON
An extensive public transport network serves the city and its numerous satellite towns which form the Greater Lisbon (about 1.000 Km2).

There are 4 subway lines covering the city and with connections to other transport means. The city and the outskirts are extensively served by 90 bus routes.  
Other means of transport can be used like the tram or the ferry-boat which connects both sides of the Tagus river.
